Kitchen Canopy Specification:

The unit(s) shall be manufactured entirely from 18swg (1.22mm thick), type 304 stainless steel. All visible surfaces shall be ultra fine grain satin polished to 280 grit, and polythene protected. The canopy(ies) shall be cut punched and folded into sub sections and factory assembled by means of computer controlled seam welds, and non visible mechanical fixings. All metal edges shall be rolled smooth and be free from any sharp edges or projections. The canopy lower edge shall be formed into a full perimeter condensation channel with inclined internal elevation to simplify cleaning requirements. The purpose of the canopy(ies) is(are) to eliminate heat and contaminant from the equipment below. The canopy(ies) shall have FECON high efficiency stainless steel grease eliminator baffle cells, and a  grease control system with removable drawers. The canopy(ies) shall come with all necessary stainless steel ductwork and supports for the entire installation and factory fitted duct connection collars.

Supply Air:

The supply air chamber shall be fully insulated with ‘o’ type material.

Fans and Control Systems:

The control system(s) shall include for current monitoring, gas proving, pressure sensor and knock off button(s) as standard

The system(s) shall include the correctly sized fan unit(s) to ensure the correct supply and extract rates required for the placed area as well as all ancillaries and speed regulators.

Lighting:

· The lighting will be Approved for use in commercial kitchen environments

· Meet with the guidelines of DW172 & HSE regulations

· 115mm high for limited overhead applications

· Include for tempered toughened glass diffusers 
· One piece satin finished stainless steel face frame to match the canopy(ies)interior
Regulations:

The canopy design, manufacture and installation shall fully comply with the Food Saftey Act 1990, and in accordance with DW172. Electrical and gas installation shall comply with current appropriate guidelines.
